Carry water, light food, a hat, insect repellent, and sunscreen
Wear closed-toe shoes, gaiters, and hiking poles on the trails

Visiting rules

Pets harm wildlife and are therefore not allowed to accompany visitors
Stay on established trails, avoid shortcuts

Be careful where you touch and step, checking for thorns, insects, and other
animals

Be silent and listen to nature! The use of portable sound equipment, loud
bangs, and noises that may disturb local wildlife are prohibited

Leave only footprints! Do not light fires, take care of your trash, and dispose
of it properly at the end of the tour, including food scraps

Collecting rocks, plants, flowers, seeds, or any other material is prohibited
Fishing, hunting, capturing, harassing, or chasing wild animals is prohibited
Carrying weapons, including slingshots, traps, machetes, sickles, and similar
weapons, is prohibited

Smoking cigarettes of any kind and consuming alcoholic beverages or any
other substances considered intoxicating are prohibited within National
Parks

Inform yourself about the areas where an Indigenous guide is required
Listen to, respect, and follow the instructions of your guide and the people
who inhabit the territories and surrounding areas

Respect the departure times of attractions and parks. Request prior
authorization for activities with special opening hours
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
